Holy Family will be offering  
religious education classes for the 
coming school year. The classes 
will begin on September 20.   
Classes will be limited to 10 students  
maximum in each grade to maintain social 
distancing.  There will be no kindergarten 
class next year. Classes will be offered to 
grades 1st through high school. First  
Communion classes will be offered.  If your 
child attends St. Joseph Elementary School, 
he/she will not have to be enrolled in the Holy  
Family First Communion Program this year so 
we can reduce our numbers. Confirmation will 
also be offered for any student in eighth grade 
or high school.  For information, please call 
Carl Leuschner, our DRE, for information and 
to register.  Once a class reaches 10 students, 
no additional students will be added. 

RCIA  
We are beginning the process of enrolling adults interested in RCIA to 
become Catholic. If you or someone you know is interested in the  
Catholic Church and wants to learn more about becoming a member, 
please call the Parish Office or Nelda Troyer, the RCIA Director, so we 
can give you information and begin the registration process.  RCIA  
classes will begin in September. 

Masks   
Masks are required for anyone  
entering, leaving and coming up to 
receive Holy Communion.  Since we 

have some social distance in the Church (but not the  
recommended 6 feet between pews) wearing masks 
throughout the service by everyone is encouraged for 
your safety and the safety of the people in front of you.  
Please consider keeping your masks on throughout the 45 
minute service out of charity to others. 

Bishopõs Appeal  
This has been a difficult year financially for everyone including the Diocese.  Contributions to the  
Diocesan Development Drive (DDD) which makes up one-quarter of the Diocesan budget are significantly 
lower this year.  In fact, the quota set for Holy Family Church for 2020 was $80,000.  To date we have 
$52,174 pledged and $43,850 paid. If you have not made a pledge or one-time gift for this yearôs DDD, 
please consider doing so if you are financially able.  If you have the means to make a contribution and have  
misplaced your pledge form from the Diocese, additional forms can be found in the back of the Church.

Catechists Needed  
Have you ever considered becoming a catechist in our Parish Religious Education Program?  There is no better way to learn 
about your faith and to share your love with our children than to become a catechist. Catechist certification classes are 
available to equip our catechists with the skills needed to share their faith with the children.  While a good  catechist is not 
expected to be a theologian, they do need to have a basic knowledge of their Catholic faith.  They need to be attending 
Mass regularly to be examples to the children that faith is more than what is learned in the classroom.  Each Catechist must 
be approved by the Pastor as an example of faith and must pass a diocesan background check.  If this sounds like something 
you might be interested in pursuing, contact Carl Leuschner, our Parish DRE and share your interest with him.

Father Bill will be at the Shrine of St. Therese in Juneau, AK 
this week. There will be no 8:30 a.m. daily Masses this 
week.

After 
speaking with several parishioners, we felt that a  
permanent bike rack near the main entrance of the 

Church would be a good addition.  Perhaps it would encourage some 
parishioners or families to consider biking to Church on a nice 
day.  The bike rack will be permanently installed and bolted to the  
cement so bikes can be securely locked to it during services.  Next 
weekend, August 15 & 16, Darren will have a display set up outside in 
the front of the Church looking for donations from parishioners  
willing to support his Eagle Scout project.  Darren will also be making 
a brief presentation during the Masses this weekend explaining the  
program and asking for your support.
